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The organizer, Orienteering club Trzin, welcomes all the competitors of the traditional Autumn O-meeting and wishes you a successful competition.
The municipality of Trzin
Orienteering club Trzin is situated in Slovenia’s second smallest municipality – the municipality of Trzin. The municipality covers approximately 8.6 km2 and has about 3500 inhabitants. Despite of this, Trzin is well-developed, rich and economically significant. Even with its rapid development and the vicinity of the capital, Trzin has managed to retain its own identity.
For centuries Trzin was famous for its craft workers – but even more for its bandits! The most dangerous place of that time was the place which is today known as “Obrtno Industrijska Cona Trzin” or in short OIC Trzin (Craft-Industrial Zone of Trzin). Who should trust the craftsmen after this?
The town has a strong social pulse with many cultural, sporting and other events that also attract visitors from far away. Because of the beautiful nature, Trzin is a good starting point for journeys to places such as Dobeno or Rašica, and the forests and meadows near the town offer excellent opportunities for outdoor relaxation and recreation.
Another trademark of Trzin is the flower which appears on its coat of arms - a marsh tulip, called Žerjavček. It is a very rare and endangered flower, which can be found only in the marshes in- and around Trzin. Therefore Žerjavček has found its place also in the symbol of OK Trzin.
The Jablje Castle
The Jablje Castle stands on a carefully chosen location, above the source of a stream at the edge of a rocky slope. It is believed to be erected in 1530, although the first written references to it date back to 1268.  It features a Middle Age design, and the Renaissance character is preserved in its present architecture. The Castle underwent the last major renovation after the earthquake of 1895. The basic construction of the Castle is that of a four-tract, in part sub cellar, single-floor building with a semi-attic.

The present image of the Castle is a result of its rebuilding in the Baroque style and various later reconstructions. The arcade yard was built at the beginning of the 17th century. Following the earthquake in 1895, some stone pillars in the floor of the arcade hall were replaced by cast iron ones. The ground floor rooms are mostly arched; the ceilings in the first floor were made of wood and plastered, decorated with modest Baroque stuccos. A Renaissance wooden ceiling was discovered in the south and west tracts, under the Baroque plastered ceiling. The stairway to the first floor is designed in a Baroque style and has wooden balustrades.
After the WW2, the Castle was first used as a jail for German prisoners and afterwards for political prisoners.  A better purpose of the Castle than housing estate workers and storing wheat intended for sowing, has been sought ever since then. The long-planned reconstruction and revitalisation of the Jablje Castle and the area underneath, where the stables, barns, workshops and other husbandry facilities used to be situated, was initiated in 1999. The first stage, reconstruction of the Castle and its immediate surrounding, was completed in May 2004.
Orienteering Club Trzin (OK Trzin) 

This year Orienteering club Trzin is going to celebrate its fifth anniversary. Club members are competing in Trail-O as well as in Foot-O events. OK Trzin was very active again this year, it has already organized 5 events: Final competition of the successful Winter League 2007/2008, National Championship in Trail-O, two competitions for the Slovenian Trail-O League (Crngrob, Bukovniško jezero) and a promotional Trail-O and Foot-O race at Trzin’s municipal festival Florjanov sejem. 
In addition the club continues with the orienteering school, which started last year. There are regular trainings as well in gym as in the woods for fast growing group of promising youngsters from Trzin. The new members are testing their skills at domestic and foreign competitions.

With the help of its members, by organizing competitions and with the support from municipality of Trzin and The Foundation for Sport, in the past four years OK Trzin managed to assure basic technical equipment and produced 13 different O-maps which it uses for organizing sport activities in nature.

Club Membership

There are an uprising number of members in children categories, but the youngsters also managed to fill their parents with enthusiasm to attempt in at least one competition. Also some older orienteering fanciers joined the club so we can be now proud of 33 members.

Competitors are regularly taking part in different competitions. Some of them are very important and count for Slovenian League or National Championships. One can hardly find a competition in this area without a competitor from OK Trzin. In the next season our competitors will present themselves in a new track suit, but let keep this a secret for a while.
